If you need an earthwork takeoff please contact Sarah at (760) 868-9192 for mailing instructions. Your reports will be similar to those used as samples unless you have a specific request otherwise, for example… “Please include horizontal quantities for all of the fill volumes in increments of 10 feet”, would be a common additional request; or “Please give me a square footage of cut lots so I can determine an overex volume” would be another example.

For large projects, example Rte 99 in Stockton, any information you have is useful for me. The objective of sending your takeoff work out is to allow you all of your time and resources in bidding the job not putting the plans together and figuring out how much dirt is in each stage. Let Contractors Estimate do that for you. Your report, unless otherwise requested, will be similar to the one posted. I typically break the work out by stage so you can determine the import or export at any given time during construction. 

If you are inexperienced estimating earthwork, please advise. Most of the reported quantities are raw and do not include grading factors such as shrinkage or subsidence. These can and do have a huge impact on the cost of the grading operation. If I know in advance that you are new I will try to point out potential pitfalls for you. For example if your site balances at Excav 10,000 CY and Embank 10,000 CY maybe you’ll still need 1,200 CY of import. I’m not going to bid the job for you, but I will advise you if you request.

Because you are responsible for your project and your bid, be careful to send me all of the bid information. Perhaps there is an offsite borrow not included in the plans, or maybe a topo, or the earthwork is contractually broken into different items. You are responsible to review and understand the quantities and reports produced by Contractor’s Estimate and to integrate them into the overall scope of work.
